Discovering CAMLIVE on your System

CAMLIVE  MX UVC Camera Seamless Matrix is a plug-and-play device, 
please make sure your system is able to discover it. After connecting 
CAMLIVE  MX UVC Camera Seamless Matrix as shown in Connecting the 
Unit on page 7, refer to the examples below on how your system may discover 
CAMLIVE  MX UVC Camera Seamless Matrix.

Windows Operating System
